The European Investment Bank (EIB)and BRD Sogelease IFN SA have signed a new €50 million loan
agreement, extending their support to Romanian businesses and the country’s economy. The collaboration
aims to create new opportunities for small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs, with less than 250
employees) and midcaps (with less than 3 000 employees), as well as to contribute to overall sustainable
growth.

The operation is an intermediated loan, meaning that BRD Sogelease will use EIB’s financing to facilitate
new lending on more favorable terms for eligible clients. It is part of a larger approved operation that will
provide favourable financing to small and medium businesses, and is reflecting the EIB's commitment to
environmental sustainability, as 20% of the amount agreed is earmarked for green investment.

The financing granted by BRD Sogelease IFN SA from the EIB credit, benefits from favorable price
conditions which will be transferred to the Final Beneficiary, the loan maturity is a minimum of 2 years and
can be used to finance very small projects for investments with a project cost of up to EUR 25 million. The
EIB’s contribution, however, cannot exceed EUR 12.5 million.

Background information

The European Investment Bank (EIB) is the long-term lending institution of the European Union owned by
its Member States. It makes long-term finance available for sound investment in order to contribute towards
EU policy goals. The EIB has worked in Romania since the early 1990s, improving regional cohesion,
infrastructure and healthcare services, and supporting small and medium-sized enterprises, through 180
projects worth €17.78 billion. Romania is the largest beneficiary of EIB advisory support, with a wide range
of services tailored to the needs of public and private clients across various sectors including road safety,
education, health, climate action, decarbonisation, and the digital transition.

Banca Europeana de Investitii (BEI) si BRD Sogelease IFN SA au semnat un nou acord pentru un credit in
valoare de 50 de milioane de euro, extinzand sprijinul acordat intreprinderilor roméanesti si economiei.
Colaborarea Tsi propune sa creeze noi oportunitati pentru intreprinderile mici si mijlocii (IMM-uri, cu pana
la 250 de angajati) si companiile cu capitalizare medie (cu pana la 3.000 de angajati), precum si sa
contribuie la o crestere durabila in ansamblu.

Operatiunea consta dintr-un credit intermediat, ceea ce inseamna ca BRD Sogelease va utiliza finantarea
BEI pentru a facilita noi imprumuturi in conditii favorabile pentru clientii eligibili. Face parte dintr-o
operatiune mai ampla deja aprobata, care va oferi finantare favorabilad pentru intreprinderile mici si mijlocii,
reflectand angajamentul BEI fata de sustenabilitatea mediului, deoarece 20% din suma convenita este
destinata investitiilor verzi.

Finantarile acordate de BRD Sogelease IFN SA, din impumutul acordat de BEI, beneficiaza de conditii
avantajoase de pret ce vor fi transferate beneficiarului final, au maturitate de minimum 2 ani si pot fi folosite
pentru finantari care oscileaza intre proiecte foarte mici si investitii cu un cost maxim de 25 milioane euro.
Contributia BEI nu poate, totusi, depasi 12,5 milioane euro.
